Begin at the Ocean County Library website www.theoceancountylibrary.org 
Use the Universal Class link on the homepage or click the Research and Info tab and find the Universal Class icon
 or search the A-Z list for Universal Class.

The most important thing to remember is to enter your library card number first!  The Ocean County Library pays a subscription fee on behalf of its patrons.  If you do not enter your library card number first, you will be directed to the Universal Class retail site. 

After entering your card number, you will be prompted to create a free account.  (You will likely have to activate your free account by clicking a link that will be sent to your email address.)  On subsequent visits, you may enter your library card number and then go directly to the “Login Now” button.

Now you’re registered; it’s time to choose a class and get started!  A good place to start is the Teacher Tools category listed on the left side of your screen. There are more than 40 offerings in the category of Teacher Tools.
