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Ocean County Library Offers eBooks For Kindle Readers

TOMS RIVER—Ocean County Library has great news for users of Amazon’s Kindle eReaders. The library’s eBook service, Listen NJ, now provides content for the Kindle.

Through Listen NJ, a downloadable media service created by the INFOLINK and Central Jersey Regional Library Cooperatives, Ocean County Library users can download eBooks and audiobooks to a digital media player from a computer to a Kindle. 

The Kindle now joins the impressive list of devices that can use Listen NJ, which includes the Mac and Windows operating systems, iPad, iPhone, iPod Touch, Blackberry, Android, the Nook, and several other eReaders.

To access Listen NJ, a user needs a valid Ocean County Library card, a compatible media device (a complete list can be found on the library’s website) and a computer with access to the Internet, whether at home or any Ocean County Library branch. 

To access Ocean County Library’s eBook content, go to their website www.theoceancountylibrary.org, and click on the “Library Catalog” link, then go to the eBooks section. 

Customers can search for eBooks and audiobooks that cover a wide array of topics. Titles are circulated for seven, ten or fourteen days. 

Since introducing the service, eBook circulation at the library has been very popular. In 2010, Ocean County Library circulated 22,727 items in the eBook and audiobook format. Popular titles in both formats include John Grisham’s “9th Judgment” and the four novels of Stephanie Meyer’s “Twilight” series.
